ÅFirst segment of high-speed track to be built will be 

chosen in December 2010.

ÅThe segment built will be from north of Fresno to 

north of Bakersfield.

ÅConstruction on the first segment will begin by 2012, 

thanks to $4 billion of federal funding dedicated to 

construction and planning in the San Joaquin Valley.

ÅFresno Works is working to ensure jobs will be filled 

by local workers.

SOUND IMPACTS 

ÅThe High Speed Rail Authority considers sound 

impacts in its environmental reviews.

ÅHigh-speed trains are quieter than conventional 

trains.

ÅA high-speed train moving at 220 miles per hour will 

only be heard for about four seconds.

ÅIn downtown settings, train noise will be within 

existing noise levels.

ÅIn noisy urban residential settings, train noise will be 

within existing noise levels except for those within 

250 feet of the tracks.

ÅThe high-speed train will not run at night.
